Consent Log Completion Guidance Notes
1. Each consent should be completed on a separate line.
2. There may be several consent entries for a single patient.
3. ProLRs should not be on the delegation log, however if they are this should be documented on the consent check log and then corrected (either by removing them from the consent log, or no longer using this study research team member as a ProLR.
4. If a consent form is missing, then a file note needs to be completed to document this. It needs to include all the information regarding the consent (this should be present in the patient notes, as normal processes are to document all consent conversations in the patient notes). This should include date and time of consent, what the participant consented for and who took and /or witnessed the consent. File notes should be provided to ukremap-cap@icnarc.org.
5. The REMAP-CAP lay summary document should not be used as the sole consent form, it is simply consent that the patient is happy to be entered into the study and will review and sign the full information sheet and consent form when they have capacity.
6. Retrospective consent should always be attempted once the patient regains capacity. We do not mandate that you seek retrospective consent once the patient has left the hospital.
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
